Week #4

RULING FORMAT: Team (A or B) in possession, down, distance and succeeding spot
—example A 1/10 A-40. Include additional relevant information e.g. which play clock to
be used and when the game clock starts. Also resolve any fouls, violations, inadvertent
whistle, Zap 10, extension of the period, disqualifications, etc.

Play 1: Second and 9 on the B-49. Ball carrier A24 is running near the sideline
when B53 bats the ball from A24's possession. A24 runs a few steps out of bounds,
returns inbounds, recovers the ball on the B-29 and advances across B's goal line.

Play 2: Second and 9 on the B-19. A84 jumps and grabs A16's forward pass
while airborne in B's end zone. A84 lands on B20 who is lying on the ground inbounds.
Then A84 rolls backward and his first contact with the ground is out of bounds.

Play 3: Third and 21 on the B-31. Third quarter. QB A17 scrambles and runs out
of bounds on B's 12. During A17's run, A64 held B96 on the B-29. Immediately after
A87 was out of bounds, A66 threw B54 down by the face mask on B's 28.

Play 4: Fourth and 5 on the A-45. Team A lines up in a scrimmage kick
formation with potential kicker A5 eight yards deep. The linemen are numbered from
left to right A88 A76 A64 A93 A63 A75 A87. Just prior to the snap, AS legally goes in
motion and is behind the tight end when the ball is snapped. One of the three blocking
backs receives the snap and advances to B's 48 where he is downed.

Play 5: F/K on the A-35. Kicker A4 kicks the ball directly into the ground. The
ball bounces once and goes over the heads of Team B's front line players. A88 muffs the
ball on A's 48 and the ball rolls out of bounds on the 50. During the kick, B94 blocks A4
above the waist on A's 39.

Play 6 : F/K on the A-35. The score is A24-B21. The game clock shows 0:01 in
the fourth quarter. B44 cleanly recovers A4's previously untouched free kick on A's 44
while grounded

Play 7: Second and 8 on the B-23. Extra period. First possession series. B44
intercepts A17's legal forward pass and scores. During B44's run, B92 is legally blocked
and his helmet comes off. B92 continues to participate without his helmet.
